F 
ifty years ago, in 1970, the Islander 36 was conceived as a remarkable racer/
cruiser with a state-of-the-art interior, great good looks and great performance.   
That 770 were produced and the majority are still sailing today from harbors 
around the world, proves the point.  It flourished because of its genuine sailing 

attributes, its success in racing, and the establishment of the I-36 Association on San 
Francisco Bay.  All of these showcased the Islander 36.  Establishing a web site in 
1998 provided Islander owners around the country, and eventually around the world, a 
forum to share knowledge and support each other.  From the trials and tribulations of 
building a one-design fleet on San Francisco Bay, to the 2009 circumnavigation of the 
globe by Zac Sunderland in an I-36 at the age of 17,  and on to the present, it’s a warm 
story of sailors doing what we love.

ata base – maintain the membership data base on the I36 Access file, generally adding new members 

and recording payment of annual dues, 

 

 

 Roster – from the data base, prepare and send the roster of active members, 

 Financials – maintain the financial records on the I36 Quick Books account. Prepare and send annual mem-

bership invoices, record receipt of annual dues and fees from annual meetings and regatta, write about 10 

checks during the year, prepare and distribute monthly statements to BOD, easily done on Quick Books, 

 Budget – prepare the annual budget for BOD approval, 

 Burgee – maintain the physical and financial inventory, mail burgees when sold, 

 Mailing list – maintain the mailing list, 

 A basic knowledge of accounting and Quick Books is desirable but not necessary.  

Many transactions are made using PayPal. Checks are deposited at your local Wells Fargo Bank branch. 

Location in the Bay Area is desirable to collect fees at the Annual Meetings and Regatta and sell Burgees. 

Work load is generally about 2-3 hours per month, though higher at the beginning of the year recording receipt of 

annual dues. 

The Assoc. owns a Lenovo laptop which is solely used for I36 business. It contains the Quick Books system and 
the Access Data Base files. This will be passed on to the new Treasurer. 

You can put my email address in your article and it’s OK to contact me. 

Much of the ‘work’ is done sitting in front of the computer so the question arose ‘does location matter?’ Being 
near a Well Fargo branch is desirable as folks continue to send checks. I have attended all the meetings and the 
Annual Regatta collecting money and selling burgees. So someone needs to do that, though the job could be split. 
He/she who collects the cash and checks just sends it off to Boise or Pocatello or wherever the computer is locat-
ed. Just a thought.

R 
eplacing both the DC and AC electric panels. That was my winter project in Chicago - outside under a tarp - 
when the temperature was at least 40. The first owner was an electrician, so when he upgraded the 110V elec-
tric side, he did it as if it were a house: solid copper wire, basement fuse boxes and house circuits - many house 
circuits: forward heater, aft heater, galley, living room, and more. I’m sure he used parts found lying around in his

Due to a previous up-
grade, the battery switch was no longer functional. 

 

New panel installed. If only I were a proper wood 
craftsman. But it does work. And all the previous 
wiring which was a joke (including the negative DC 
cable from the battery and much of the lamp cord 
wires), were replaced. The shore power inlet and 
connecting wire from there to the panel were also 
replaced. I may replace more of the lamp cord, and 
the solid copper wires, but those are projects for 
another day.

The installation is complete but I do have some pretty work to 
finish (refinishing transom).  I’ll send an installation summary / 
comments  more photos when I’m 100% done but have includ-
ed some here for fun. I did the 70 mile Maui run the other day 
in some significant waves/wind. Singlehanded of course. The 

thing is abso-
lutely incredible 
and boy what a 
game changer.

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Two Happiest Days?  (by Steve Zevanova) 

A WONDERFULLY THOUGHTFUL DISCUSSION ABOUT THE DAY YOU SELL YOUR BOAT 
 
The decision to sell is always a tough one. The truth is owning a keelboat is expensive. Generally, you can buy a 
nice boat for the price of a Honda Civic, but the maintenance and other recurring costs can be substantial. It de-
pends on how you use the boat, but even for folks who aren't serious racers, you can generally figure on spending 
two times berthing as your annual expense. My Islander 36 berthing is ~$425 per month in Alameda, so I figure the 
total cost of ownership (berthing, insurance, maintenance, etc.) is about $850/month or $10,000 per year. Even if I 
owned a smaller boat (I used to have a Merit 25), it is difficult to berth and maintain a vessel for less than $500 per 
month or $6,000 per year. Bottom line: not a cheap recreational activity. 
On the other hand, we have had experiences on the boat that will be with us for the rest of our lives. These are 
precious memories, like: weekends buddy boating with friends and our kids, racing in our local club series, making 
friends in our active association, taking my son's college friends sailing under the Golden Gate Bridge, watching the 
Blue Angels fly — the list goes on and on.  There is really nothing so special as taking people new to sailing on their 
first outing on San Francisco Bay. You really get in touch with how special the experience is when you see it 
through others.  
One last point. While owning a sailboat is expensive, almost all special experiences are going to be costly. Take a 
family of four to a pro football game, and you will easily drop a grand for one game. Take a family of four skiing for 
the weekend and you will easily drop two grand. When my son was traveling for college baseball recruiting tourna-
ments, we would spend a few grand on fees, lodging, food and transportation for a week-long tournament. Do an 
overseas Backroads Bike Tour and you will spend five grand per person double occupancy, without airfare.  
Considering all of this, our boat feels like a pretty good value to me.
