This is the City of Mountain View, City-Wide, Community Emergency Response Team radio net. This is a directed net. This is <your name> ___________, <your call sign>____________, at K6MTV acting as net control.

The purpose of this net is to insure that Mountain View neighborhood CERT members and ham radio operators are ready and able to communicate between neighborhoods and the city Emergency Operations Center in a time of need. <pause…>
Our exercise today assumes a major earthquake has occurred and both power and telephone service are out. We will conduct the exercise in the following phases:

1) Conduct a roll call
2) Make assignments for hams not at CERTs
3) Stand by for any drill emergency traffic
4) Stand by for hams reporting assignment completion using ICS 213 Summary or General messages
5) Poll individual CERTs for their ICS 213 Summary reports.
6) Wrap up and invite those interested to come to 1000 Villa for a debrief and lessons learned.
