City-Wide CERT Drill 11-7-10

Possible Assignments for Hams and Spontaneous Volunteers

These assignments are designed to be given to a ham in the field during the activation and assignment phase by reading from the list.  The assignments might be made after the initial roll call to see who is available and not serving at a neighborhood CERT.  All are a form of Windshield Survey using Jerry’s ICS 314 MTV 01/2010 form.

There are two types of assignments, neighborhood surveys, and specific site size-ups for shelter use.  Each has an introductory text, followed by the assignments.   The neighborhood surveys are designed for a 2-person team, and ideally, one should be CERT trained.  Health & Welfare checks should be directed to “Ham 2.”
The first is: “You are assigned to conduct a Windshield Survey of a neighborhood using MTV’s ICS 314 form for a given area.  You are to go to the assigned area and make up 6 to 10 incidents covering a range of hazards, damage, injury and road blockage.  Use actual street addresses and intersection names.  You will be assigned a buddy and perform the survey as a team.  When you have completed your survey, sum the columns on your ICS 314 and report the totals using an ICS 213 Summary form.  You may use mobile packet if you have it.  Your [activation number is ________________ __ and your ] assignment is ….”
